Our students and teachers are “sensational!” Do you notice how some students are constantly on the move, 

touching materials, making noises to themselves or getting “in everyone’s space”? Do you notice students 

that seem to “zone out”, lying their heads or their desks, yawning and seem to have a difficult time getting 

their work done? Or maybe you can think of a student that is very sensitive and seems to overreact to 

change at school? This session will focus on 4 basic sensory processing styles and how these patterns 

influence learning in the classroom. We will move beyond the basics and explore the classroom dynamics 

that exist in groups of students who have different sensory patterns within a single room. We will also 

discuss the relationships between teacher's styles and their student's individual styles. Participants will 

come away with inclusive strategies to meet the needs of their students within the classroom setting.
